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I remember well, my kids coming home with homework from 

school and their mother and I doing our best to help them.

I have to admit math homework was the most challenging. 

It took me several questions to refresh my mind, repeated 

peeking at notes and answers before I was of any remote help 

whatsoever.  But the experience did help me remember all 

that I’ve forgotten.

It also reminds me of the question that rattles around in the 

overwhelming minds of most high school students taking 

advanced math. When am I going to use this outside of this 

class?

I’m not sure if I was ever bold enough to ask that question 

out loud, but I wondered it often. I’m not sure what my 

teachers ever said or would have said in response to that question, but I can tell you that in 

my case, trigonometry was not mentioned even once in the Bible classes. The next time I ever 

used that knowledge was as a parent helping a teenager in the same type of class.

We definitely learn facts out of natural curiosity, but to keep learning something difficult day 

in and day out, we need some sort of practical connection—a reason to learn it. Motivation.

I have noticed a number of teachers and students at Burman and Parkview Adventist Academy 

who have inspired me with a practical connection—a reason for living the Christian life.

I’m proud to be a part of an institution that not only prepares students for life in this world 

in the sciences, advanced math, languages, theology and many other skills, but also prepares 

them for the life to come.

Whether he’s been on campus or on the other side of the 

world, Agrey has learned lessons that have prepared him 

for leadership.

His first sojourn at College Heights began in the fall 

of 1978 when he came to the high school division of 

Canadian Union College to enter grade 11. “I worked 

at the furniture factory and paid my entire bill,” states 

Agrey. “I worked hard during my high school years and 

always had a credit on my account. I was blessed to 

work and study, and the excellent education I received 

prepared me to serve.”

When he graduated from high school in 1980, Agrey 

began coursework at CUC. “I studied to become a teacher 

because I wanted to make a positive, Christian difference 

in the lives of students.” He taught at Saskatoon Junior 

Academy, Chinook Winds Adventist Academy, and 

Parkview Adventist Academy. He was principal at Deer 

Lake Seventh-day Adventist School.

Agrey thinks about the years he served in academies: 

“It was a joy to help high school students navigate big 

questions.”

Because Agrey dreamed of a PhD, he and his family 

returned to the Hilltop in 2002. His wife, Shelley 

(McCann), whom he met in academy, was a nurse. She 

worked in local hospitals, their four children attended the 

campus schools, and Agrey traveled to the University of 

Alberta for his doctoral work. He graduated in 2005. 

Between 2002 and 2005, he was also involved at CUC, 

teaching a course to college students and serving as 

Associate in Academic Administration. When he became 

Vice President for Academic Administration in 2005, 

he knew that administrative skills are transferable 

and that teamwork—with professors, other campus 

administrators, and other institutions—is vital. In fact, he 

began a consortium of academic administrators from the 

faith-based colleges in Alberta.

“I didn’t see myself moving from the Hilltop again,” states 

Agrey, “but God had different plans.” And so Agrey took 

his newly-honed administrative skills to Thailand to serve 

as President of Asia-Pacific International University for 

five years. While there, he learned the importance of 

multiculturalism and the fact that Adventist culture is not 

expressed in the same way throughout the world. “I also 

learned that maintenance should not be postponed and 

that snow is sometimes preferable to poisonous snakes.” 

In order to be closer to family, in 2015 he moved to 

Kettering College in Dayton, OH, to serve as Dean for 

Undergraduate Academic Affairs. “While at Kettering, 

I learned excellence can be the norm; that institutions 

must be intentional, that governance can be streamlined; 

and that regular professional growth opportunities are 

vital.”

Agrey returns to College Heights this summer to take up 

the role of President. He states, “Throughout its 110-

year history, Burman University has provided excellence 

in faith-based education. I look forward to continuing 

this legacy.” His vision for Burman University—growth, 

excellence, advancement, and student success—will 

enrich this heritage.

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As PAA continues to expand as a family, one of the great privileges 

of our community is to be present for the moments that make up 

memories. Graduation is a time where students can reflect on the 

people and experiences of the past few years and look forward to the 

lasting impact they wish to have on the world, and the academy’s 

Class of 2017 took these poignant moments and revealed the depth of 

relationship that comes from three years of spiritual education. Their 

scripture reading was drawn from Psalm 105:5, where God’s people 

are challenged to remember God’s actions, miracles, and judgements.

For the 26 graduates - 14 who marched with high honours - the 

celebration was a tremendously unselfish one. Starting with their 

Friday night program, the focus was directed to those who have 

supported every stage of individual growth. Presenters voiced special 

thanks to parents for the sacrifices involved in choosing Adventist 

education; to the school and staff for providing an environment 

in which they could effectively learn and succeed; to friends for 

unwavering support, laughter, and memories made; and to God, 

whom they addressed, beautifully and personally, as a friend.

The celebratory programs included many tributes to the loving 

Christian mentors surrounding this campus. Both the Salutatorian 

(Egan Schmidt Weiss) and Valedictorian (Ethan Burgess) are the 

products of Adventist education for all of their years of school thus 

far. Each young man commented on their achievements as being 

attributed to the people they have met throughout their education 

who have pushed them to be more, to persevere, and to love God 

wholly. 

The community surrounding this graduating class consists not only 

of the immediate families of the students (many alumni among 

them), their teachers, coaches, chaplains, and mentors, but also 

the former graduates and donors who take an interest in furthering 

the opportunities available to PAA students. This year, more than 

$200,000 was given out to acknowledge student initiative, work 

ethic, spiritual and athletic leadership as well as academic effort. The 

spirit of giving was returned by the graduates as their class gift to the 

school consisted of a much-needed water fountain/filtration system 

installed at regulation wheelchair-inclusive height both upstairs in 

the school building and down. 

The campus will continue to change and improve so that when 

the Class of 2017 returns for their reunions, they will be able to 

compare their fond memories with those being made by PAA’s future 

graduates.  This school is not just an institution of learning, but a 

place to connect with life-long friends and family. In celebrating the 

graduation of a fine group of young people, we are reminded of why 

this academy was first organized: to be a place where young men and 

women can grow in a knowledge of Christ. That is, and will always 

be, our business until Jesus returns.

Denis Fortin is a professor of historical 
theology at the Seventh-day Adventist 
Theological Seminary, Andrews University, 
in Berrien Springs, Michigan. Since joining 
the Seminary faculty in 1994, he has also 
served as director of the Master of Divinity 
program (1999-2001), associate dean (2000-
2004), chair of the Department of Theology 
and Christian Philosophy (2006) and, until 
recently, dean (2006-2013). 

Born in Quebec City, Canada, Denis 
received a Bachelor of Arts degree in 
pastoral ministry from Canadian Union 
College (now Burman University), Alberta, 
in 1982. He earned a Master of Divinity 
from the Seventh-day Adventist Theological 
Seminary of Andrews University in 1986 
and a Doctor of Theology (PhD) from 
the Université Laval, Quebec, in 1995. His 
dissertation studied the developments of 
three Adventist denominations in Canada in 
the nineteenth century. Prior to coming to 
Andrews University, he served as a pastor 
in the Quebec Conference of Seventh-day 
Adventists. He currently also serves as 
teaching pastor of the One Place Fellowship 
on the campus of Andrews University.

Denis is involved in a number of scholarly 
societies, among them the Society of 
Biblical Literature, the American Academy 
of Religion, the American Society of Church 
History, the Adventist Society for Religious 
Studies, the Adventist Theological Society, 
and the Phi Kappa Phi Honor Society. He 

has served on numerous committees for 
the Seventh-day Adventist Church and on 
the Commission on Faith and Order of the 
National Council of the Churches of Christ 
in the U.S.A. (1998-2013). He has received 
the Daniel A. Augsburger Excellence in 
Teaching Award (2006) and the Siegfried H. 
Horn Award for Excellence in Research and 
Creative Scholarship (2017).

Denis has authored many publications on 
Adventist history and theology. His latest 
publication is an annotated 125th anniversary 
edition of the Ellen G. White classic Steps 
to Christ (Andrews University Press, 2017). 
He is also co-editor of The Ellen G. White 
Encyclopedia (Review and Herald, 2013) and 
in 2004 published Adventism in Quebec: The 
Dynamics of Rural Church Growth, 1830-1910 
(Andrews University Press). Forthcoming 
publications include a Bible study guide on 
unity in the Church (2018) and a companion 
volume One in Christ: Biblical Concepts for a 
Doctrine of Church Unity (Pacific Press, 2018). 
He is also preparing a biography of Adventist 
church leader George I. Butler (Pacific Press). 

Denis is married to Kristine Knutson (MA 
in Educational Psychology), director of 
the Student Success Center at Andrews 
University. They have three children: 
Kimberly and her husband Andrew Fish, in 
upstate New York; Mark in Niles, Michigan; 
and Erika, who floats around the world on a 
cruise ship.

Rick Campbell grew up in College Heights and 
Lacombe from 1979 to 1988. In 1987, he was 
a proud graduate from Parkview Adventist 
Academy.

He is published in the Journal of 
Church and State; Oxford Journal of Law 
and Religion; Journal of Law and Religion 
(Cambridge); Regent Law Review; Brigham 
Young Law Review; and a number of other 
magazines and newspapers. In 2015, Barry 
commenced PhD studies in Law, University 
of Leiden, Netherlands.
